ANGLICAN CHURCH, DIOCESE OF YUKON FONDS. ð 1861-2007 

 

Physical Description:  

16.71 m of textual records and other material.  

 

Administrative History:  

The work of the Anglican Church in the area now known as the Yukon Territory began several years 

before the influx of the white settlers. In July of 1861, Rev. William Kirkby, a minister sent out from 

England by the Church Missionary Society, canoed from Fort Simpson to Fort Yukon, a Hudson's 

Bay Company fort in an area which was then supposed to be within British territory. Rev. Kirkby 

returned the following summer with a young clergyman, Robert McDonald, who came from the Red 

River district of Manitoba. Rev. McDonald stayed and established a mission at Fort Yukon. In 1874, 

the Diocese of Rupert's Land, which extended from Manitoba west to the Rocky Mountains and 

north to the Arctic Ocean, was divided into four separate dioceses: Moosonee, Rupert's Land, 

Saskatchewan and Athabasca. Rev. William Bompas was consecrated the first Bishop of Athabasca. 

In 1882, a regular mission was established at Rampart House by Rev. V.C. Sim; this was to be the 

first parish in what is now known as the Diocese of Yukon. Two years later the Diocese of 

Athabasca was divided into the new Diocese of Athabasca and the Diocese of Mackenzie River. 

Bishop Bompas then became the first Bishop of Mackenzie River. This diocese was short lived. In 

1891, the Diocese of Mackenzie River was divided creating the new Diocese of Selkirk in addition to 

Mackenzie. 

 

Bishop Bompas took over this new diocese which consisted of 200,000 square miles of what is now 

the Yukon Territory. The first See was maintained at Forty Mile which at the time was the largest 

mining area in the Yukon. With the advent of the railway from Skagway to Whitehorse in 1900, 

Bishop Bompas moved his See to Caribou Crossing (Carcross). Bishop Bompas retired in 1905 and 

died in Carcross in 1906. The Rev. I.O. Stringer, who began his missionary work on the Arctic Coast 

at Herschel Island, was consecrated Second Bishop of the Diocese of Selkirk in 1905. During the 

first Synod held in 1907, the name of the Diocese was changed from Selkirk to Yukon. In 1947, the 

Diocese of Yukon was transferred from the Ecclesiastical Province of Rupert's Land to the 

Ecclesiastical Province of British Columbia. Tom Greenwood was elected Bishop of Yukon in 1952 

and was consecrated that same year. He moved the See from Dawson City to the new capital city, 

Whitehorse. The Anglican Church, Diocese of Yukon now has thirteen parishes. 

 

Custodial History:  

Accession 82/6 was donated by Don Meakes in 1981. At that time Meakes was Coordinator of 

Ministry Training in the Diocese of Cariboo.  

 

Immediate Source of Acquisition: The remaining material contained in this fonds came from the 

Diocese of Yukon office. 

 

Scope and Content:  

The fonds consists primarily of the administrative and operational textual records of the Anglican 

Church, Diocese of Yukon. Also included are photographs, maps and plans, architectural plans, 

sound recordings and films. The fonds consists of twenty accessions. This finding aid describes 14 of 

the 20 accessions in detail (79/51, 79/52, 79/59, 80/23, 80/55, 80/58, 80/102, 81/13, 82/5, 86/61, 

87/65, 89/41, 94/78, 2012/38). These 14 accessions have been organized into the following six 
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series: Diocesan Records; Parish Records; Related Organizations; Reference Files; Maps and 

Publications; and Photographs. These series are described in detail with box and file locations in this 

finding aid. The six remaining accessions (80/129, 81/16, 82/6, 84/72, 88/24 and 88/128) are 

described in the following paragraph but are not described in further detail in this finding aid and 

will not appear again.  

 

Accession 80/129 contains 22 images of the Old Log Church, scenes at Carcross, the visit of 

Princess Alexandra to Whitehorse, Yukon Sourdough Rendezvous, and old buildings in Whitehorse. 

Accession 81/16 contains financial records, correspondence, meeting minutes, and annual reports of 

St. Paul's Anglican Church in Dawson City. There are also papers of various organizations within the 

church including the Sunday school, Women's Auxiliary, Chancel Guild, and Boys' League. Also in 

this accession are some records of St. Andrew's United Church in Dawson City, St. Barnabas Church 

in Moosehide, Church of Christ the Pioneer in Bear Creek, and the Good Samaritan Hospital of 

Dawson City. Accession 82/6 contains two booklets titled "The Consecration of Rev. Ronald Curry 

Ferris to be Bishop in the Church of God", Diocese of Yukon, Quinquagesima, 1981 and "The 

Installation of the Rt. Rev. Ronald Curry Ferris as Ninth Bishop of Yukon in Christ Church 

Cathedral", Whitehorse, Y.T., Diocese of Yukon, Quinquagesima, 1981. Accession 84/72 contains a 

handmade Christmas card consisting of a pen and ink drawing of St. Paul's Anglican Church in 

Dawson City, a b&w photograph of the church in 1902, and a brief hand-lettered history of St. Paul's 

Church by James R.H. Warren. There are also four b&w photographs of the card described above. 

Accession 88/24 contains a six page typed manuscript by Bishop Tom Greenwood of his 

recollections about his ministry in the Yukon. There are also 38 b&w and 9 colour images of the 

Greenwoods, various Anglican Church workers, Chooutla School staff, Old Crow parishioners, 

Camp Gikhychon, the congregations at Minto and McCabe, and the refinery at Haines Junction. 

Accession 88/128 contains the St. Paul's Hostel matron's book and the Minute book of the Diocesan 

Board of the Anglican Church Women's Auxiliary, Diocese of Yukon.

Physical Description Note:  

The fonds includes ca. 4385 photographs, 48 maps, 27 plans, 19 architectural plans, 5 sound 

recordings, and 3 films. The total of textual records in the fonds is 16.71 m. This finding aid, 

Inventory of the Anglican Church Diocese of Yukon Records deposited with the Yukon Archives, 

Amalgamated and Reprinted 2013, contains ca. 14.21 m of textual records and the six accessions not 

described further in this finding aid contain ca. 2.5 m of textual records. 

 

Arrangement:  

The project archivist attempted to re-establish the filing system used in the diocese office.

Films were transferred to videocassette and are available for viewing. 

 

Restrictions:  

The majority of the church records are accessible to researchers. The exception is baptism, burial, 

marriage and confirmation records. These specific records are noted as being restricted in the finding 

aid. Researchers requiring information from these registers and able to prove their relationship to the 

person whose records are being sought will be assisted by the Diocesan Synod office which retains 
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photocopies of the registers. Otherwise written permission must be received from the Bishop of 

Yukon in order to examine the original registers.  

 

In January 2013 the Diocese of Yukon requested that access to files in COR 998, 999, 1000 and 

1001 (94/78) be restricted as their disclosure may be harmful to personal privacy. Access to the St. 

Paulôs Hostel matronôs book, COR 248 f.1 (88/128), is also restricted. Release of information is to be 

provided as per the spirit of Sections 25 and 39 of the Access to Information and Protection of 

Privacy Act (ATIPP Act). Questions regarding information that Yukon Archives has restricted are to

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INVENTORY NOTE  
 

 This finding aid, Inventory of the Anglican Church Diocese of Yukon Records deposited 

with the Yukon Archives 1989, 1994 Amalgamated and Reprinted 2013, contains approximately 

14.21 metres of textual records and other material (photographs, maps and plans, architectural 

plans,  sound recordings, and films) from 14 accessions (79/51, 79/52, 79/59, 80/23, 80/55, 80/58, 

80/102, 81/13, 82/5, 86/61, 87/65, 89/41, 94/78, 2012/38).  It is organized into the following series:

 In the 1970s certain diocesan officials, including the Rev. Canon, K.C. Snider and Mrs. 

Nora Garside, made various deposits of records into the Yukon Archives for safekeeping.  In 1983 

the deposit status of these records was formalized with a written agreement between the Right 

Reverend R.C. Ferris, Lord Bishop of Yukon and Miriam McTiernan, Territorial Archivist.  Under 

the terms of the agreement, the records remain the property of the Anglican Church, Diocese of 

Yukon, but are maintained and made available through the facilities of the Yukon Archives.  The 

diocese will deposit additional records on a periodic, on-going basis. 

 During the summer of 1983 these records (7.5 metres) were organized and prepared for 

public use by a student project sponsored by the Yukon Church Heritage Society, acting with a 

mandate from the Right Reverend R.C. Ferris, Lord Bishop of Yukon.  The project was financially 

supported by the Government of Canada, Employment and Immigration Centre and the Diocese of 

Yukon.  Staff from the Yukon Archives provided a training session and supervised the organization 

and description of the records. 

 The Anglican Church, Diocese of Yukon collection described in the initial finding aid 

was composed of records deposited in the Yukon Archives prior to 1983 and records stored in the 

Diocese of Yukon at the time of the project.  The records held in the Yukon Archives were 

accessioned collections 79/51, 79/59, 80/23, 80/55, 80/58, 80/102, 81/13, 82/5.  The records in the 

diocese were primarily the files of Bishops Geddes, Adams and Greenwood. The total collection 

comprises not only records, but also films, photographs, publications and maps. 

 In 1986, a further accrual of 3.25 metres of records (accession 86/61) was added. These 

records included parish records as well as 783 photographs copied from prints loaned from the 

McCullum and Old Log Church collections. 

 In 1989, an additional 3 metres of records were deposited in the Yukon Archives.  

These records, accessioned as collection 89/41, contained the diocesan files maintained by Bishop's 

Marsh, Frame and Ferris as well as over 2,300 photographs and negatives collected by the church 

over the years.    

 In 1994, an additional 3 metres of records from the Diocese of Yukon were were 

deposited as accession 94/78. The 1994 deposit contained the diocesan files maintained by 
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Bishop Ronald Ferris, along with over 800 photographs collected since the 1989 deposit. The 

outside dates for the 1994 deposit were 1910-1994, however the majority of the records and 

photographs reflect the first eight years of Bishop Ferris' episcopate: 1981-1989.  

 The 1989 and 1994 deposits were organized and described with the financial 

support of the Canadian Council of Archives' Arrangement and Description Backlog 

Reduction Cost Shared Cooperative Program. Yukon Archives' staff provided training and 

supervision for the project.  The description for these records was incorporated into the earlier 

finding aid to produce a comprehensive finding aid to the complete collection. 

 In 2012, 4.02 metres of records were deposited as accession 2012/38. These records 

included files maintained by Bishop Ferris and Bishop Buckle. The 2012 project was made 

possible through funding from the Young Canada Works Program. Yukon Archivesô staff provided 

assistance and supervision during the project. The existing finding aid was updated and new 

information incorporated. Most of these files were first organized by Rob Christie between 2005 

and 2009. They were further sorted and ultimately moved to Yukon Archives by Haley Wilson 

between May and August 2012. Before going to the Yukon Archives all the records were reviewed 

by Bishop Larry Robertson and archival selection was made at his discretion.  

 The majority of the church records are accessible to researchers. One exception is baptism, 

burial, marriage and confirmation records. These specific records are noted as being restricted in 

the finding aid. Researchers requiring information from these records and able to prove their 

relationship to the person whose records are being sought will be assisted by the Diocesan Synod 

office which retains photocopies of the registers. Otherwise written permission must be received 

from the Synod Office in Whitehorse in order to examine the restricted records at the Yukon 

Archives. In January 2013 the Diocese of Yukon requested that access to files in COR 998, 999, 

1000 and 1001 (94/78) be restricted as their disclosure may be harmful to personal privacy. Access 

to the St. Paulôs Hostel matronôs book, COR 248 f.1

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HISTORY OF THE DIOCESE OF YUKON  
 

 The following is a very brief history of the Diocese of Yukon from 1861 to 1983.  

Because the majority of the records catalogued in this finding aid are inclusive to the end of Bishop 

Greenwood's See in 1962, the prominent part of the "history" concerns the time period prior to that 

date. 

 The working of the Anglican Church in the area now known as the Yukon Territory 

began several years before the influx of the white settlers.  In July of 1861, Rev. William West 

Kirkby, a minister sent out from England by the Church Missionary Society, canoed from Fort 

Simpson to Fort Yukon, a Hudson Bay Fort in an area which was then supposed to be within 

British territory.  Kirkby was the first priest to come from the east and he found that his brief stay 

of only two weeks was far too short a time to teach the Indians all they were willing to learn about 

the Gospel.  He returned the next summer, taking with him a young clergyman, Robert McDonald, 

who came from the Red River district of Manitoba. 

 Robert McDonald, a former school teacher, stayed on at Fort Yukon where he lived and 

travelled with the Indians.  During his forty-year ministry among the people in the northern part of 

the Territories, he translated (into the Takudh dialect) the whole of the Bible, The Book of 

Common Prayer, and many favourite hymns.  He also composed a grammar and dictionary of the 

language. 

 In 1862, when Robert McDonald was taken ill, an appeal was sent out by the Church 

Missionary Society of England for someone to aid in the ministry of the north.  William Carpenter 

Bompas responded and volunteered his services. Bompas became a travelling missionary to the 

Eskimos and Indians for the Mackenzie Delta. 

 In 1874, The Diocese of Rupert's Land, which extended from Manitoba west to the 

Rocky Mountains and north to the Arctic Ocean, was divided into four separate diocese:  

Moosenee, Rupert's Land, Saskatchewan and Athabasca.  William Bompas was consecrated the 

first Bishop of Athabasca.  After a second visit by Rev. Kirkby in 1871, the Indians of the Klondike 

region journeyed several hundred miles to Rampart House on the Porcupine River, to visit him.  In 

1882, a regular mission was established at Rampart House by Rev. V.C. Simm; this was to be the 

first parish in what is now known as the Diocese of Yukon.  Two years later the Diocese of 

Athabasca was divided into the new Diocese of Athabasca and the Diocese of Mackenzie River.  

Bishop Bompas then became the first Bishop of Mackenzie River.  This diocese was short lived.  In 

1891, the Diocese of Mackenzie River was divided creating the new Diocese of Selkirk in addition 

to Mackenzie.  Bishop Bompas took over this new diocese which consisted of 2000,000 square 

miles, of what is now the Yukon Territory.  The first See was maintained at Forty Mile which at the 

time was the largest mining area in the Yukon. 

 With the advent of the railway from Skagway to Whitehorse in 1900, Bishop Bompas 

moved his See to Caribou Crossing (Carcross).  He, in 1903, moved the school children whom he 

had been teaching at Forty Mile, to Caribou Crossing which lead to the building of the Chooutla 

Residential School. 

 Bishop Bompas retired in 1905 and died in Carcross in 1906.  The Rev. I.O. Stringer, 

who began his missionary work on the Arctic Coast at Herschel Island, was consecrated Second 

Bishop of the Diocese of Selkirk in 1905.  During the first Synod held in 1907, the name of the 

Diocese was changed from Selkirk to Yukon.  For the six years following the resignation of Bishop 

Reeve of Mackenzie River in 1907, Bishop Stringer, with the co-operation of Bishop Holmes, 

undertook the episcopal duties of the Diocese of Mackenzie River.  Once again, in 1926, Bishop 

Stringer was appointed commissary and administrator of the Diocese of Mackenzie River.  He 

performed this duty as well as holding office as Bishop of Yukon until a Bishop was elected in the 

Mackenzie River in 1928. 
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 Bishop Stringer left the Diocese of Yukon in 1931 when he was elected Metropolitan 

and Archbishop of Rupert's Land.  He was immediately succeeded by Arthur Sovereign as Bishop 

of Yukon.  Bishop Sovereign's episcopate in the Diocese of Yukon lasted only six months, as he 

was soon transferred to the Diocese of Athabasca.  William Geddes, Bishop of Mackenzie River 

acted as commissary for the Diocese of Yukon during the interim period when the Diocese was 

without a Bishop. 

 In 1933, the Diocese of Arctic was formed and the Diocese of Mackenzie River ceased 

to exist.  Bishop Geddes was installed Fourth Bishop of Yukon Later in that same year.  The 

Diocese of Arctic was formed to serve the Indians and Eskimos to the north and included the 

northern most part of the Yukon Territory, including Herschel Island and Shingle Point, both 

formerly part of the Diocese of Yukon. 

 The next major impact on the Diocese of Yukon was the building of the Alaska 

Highway.  With the beginning of its construction, a chaplaincy service was initiated for the benefit 

of those involved with the work along the highway.  As communities sprang up along the Alaska 

Highway, the Diocese added them to its ministry.  The Sunday School Caravan Mission began its 

work in the north.  The "vanners", as these missionaries were affectionately called, travelled the 

Alaska Highway, administering to the families in these communities during the summer months. 

 In 1947, the Diocese of Yukon was transferred from the Ecclesiastical Province of 

Rupert's Land to the Ecclesiastical Province of British Columbia.  This same year, Bishop Geddes 

died in Vancouver and the Most Reverend Walter Adams was elected "stop-gap" Bishop of the 

Yukon.  He maintained this position administering the Diocese from his home in British Columbia, 

with the help of Diocesan secretary, J.C.B. Williamson, who resided in Dawson City. 

     Tom Greenwood was elected Bishop of Yukon in 1952 and was consecrated that same 

year.  He moved the See from Dawson to the new capital city, Whitehorse.  Bishop Greenwood 

remained Bishop of Yukon until his departure from England in 1962.  Since Bishop Greenwood's 

episcopate, the Diocese of Yukon has been administered by the Right Reverend Marsh, the Right 

Reverend John Frame and the Right Reverend Ronald Ferris. At the time of his consecration in 

1981 the Right Rev. Ferris was the youngest bishop in the Anglican Church. Bishop Ferris was a 

pilot and it was in his time that the Diocese purchased an airplane for him to use to travel to more 

distant communities. 

    The election of 1995 saw Bishop Terry Buckle, then Suffragan Bishop of the Arctic, 

chosen for Yukon. Earlier in his career Bishop Buckle had worked in the Diocese of Yukon in Fort 

Nelson. During his time there, a few parishes in northern British Columbia reaffirmed their 

connection to the Diocese of Yukon. This was an arrangement which had formally started in 1969 

when pastoral oversight of Atlin, Fort Nelson, Cassiar, and Telegraph-Dease Lake was transferred 

from the Diocese of Caledonia to the Diocese of Yukon. It was probably during this period that the 

diocese reached its maximum size with churches and clergy in Fort Nelson, Telegraph Creek, 

Atlin, Cassiar, Watson Lake, Teslin, Whitehorse, Haines Junction, Faro, Ross River, Carmacks, 

Pelly Crossing, Mayo, Dawson City, and Old Crow. The Faro lead and zinc mine was doing an 

open and closed process for a time but Faro was the third largest community in Yukon. The priest 

in Watson Lake also reached out to Tungsten, a community just over the border in the Northwest 

Territories accessible by road only from the Yukon. 

Ultimately, however, while the overall population in the Yukon continued to grow, some 

communities grew smaller and it became impossible to maintain clergy in all locations. Carmacks 

continued to operate through most of the 1990s but, following continuing disuse, was 

deconsecrated in October 2001 and sold the following June, its contents being distributed to other 

churches throughout the diocese. The bell made its way to St. Paulôs, Dawson City where it 

eventually became the Deacon Richard Martin Memorial Chapel bell. St. Stephenôs in Ross River 

was also sold after being badly vandalised and was removed to an outfitters camp along the 

Dempster Highway. The Church of the Apostles in Faro, while it remains physically, is an 
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ecumenical church is currently is staffed by Roman Catholics though it has been staffed by 

Anglicans. 

At the same time, a number of churches have continued to celebrate anniversaries and 

other milestones. St. Martinôs, Atlin celebrated its 100th anniversary in 2000, Christ Church 

Cathedral in 2001, and St. Saviourôs, Carcross in 2004. In 2002 St. Paulôs in Dawson also 

celebrated its centennial and was designated a national historic site. 

Bishop Terry Buckle continued to serve in his position until 2010 when the Right Rev. 

Larry Robertson was elected. Like Bishop Buckle, Bishop Robertson had also served as the 

Suffragan Bishop of the Arctic before coming to Yukon. 

            The Anglican Church in Yukon, has played an integral part of community life since its 

founding days.  The church was responsible for bringing the first white educators to the native 

people and as communities and parishes expanded, its clergy and lay workers were often looked 

upon for medical aid.  During the Gold Rush, its Church Camp Missionaries travelled the Klondike 

Creeks administering to people there.  It was also the Anglican Church that initiated the visits of 

the Mounted Police to the far-reaching areas of the territory.  It is in these ways that the Anglican 

Church has been responsible for administering to the physical, mental and spiritual needs of the 

people of this vast, and often times remote, area of northern Canada.  This work, begun long ago, 

continues within the Diocese of Yukon in the thirteen parishes today.

 The first three sub-series (I.1, I.2 and I.3) include files maintained by each of the bishops of 

the diocese from Isaac O. Stringer to Tom Greenwood as well as those maintained by some 

diocesan treasurers.  No conclusive evidence has come forth to indicate whether each bishop had 

his own separate filing system or whether each bishop continued to add to the filing system of his 

predecessor.  Often a new bishop continued to use his predecessor's files at least in the first few 

years of his episcopate. 

 The task of organizing these files was made more difficult by the history of the records 

themselves.  For certain periods of time, the bishops of the diocese were non-resident.  Other 
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bishops, while resident in the Yukon were also responsible for the administration of other diocese.  

The Diocesan Synod Office has been moved on at least six occasions.  At times the files have 

fallen victim to fire and flood.  At other times they have been stored under unsatisfactory 

conditions.  These factors, combined with the use of files by researchers, have caused much 

disruption to the records.  It was indeed a challenge for the project staff to try to re-establish what 

was left of a filing system. 

 The major body of diocesan records was deposited in the Yukon Archives in 1976.  These 

files were already divided into the first three categories of:  a.) Clergy and Lay Workers, b.) 

Communities, and c.) Subjects.  For the most part the files remain in the same order as they were 

when first placed in the Archives.  To this body of material, certain miscellaneous files and papers 

retrieved from other storage areas have been added.  Most of these records are thought to have been 

part of the original collection.  The files of J.C.B. Williamson, sometime Financial Secretary of the 

Diocese, were inter-fil ed with the rest of the diocesan records in order to provide easier access.  A 

listing of the Williamson files may be found in Appendix VII. 

 The correspondence files have been described with the major correspondents and the 

subject matter of the letters listed.  The words "and", "to" and "from" have been used to show the 

division between the correspondents.  Each of the persons listed before the "and" or the "to" or the 

"from" used in the description, corresponded with one of the persons listed afterwards.  Materials 

other than letters have been described after the letters. 

 The bases of the categories "synod and Executive Committee" and "Finances" were found 

in other storage areas.  The Synod and Executive Committee files were organized chronologically.  

Certain additions were made to the latter files providing a more complete record. 

 Numerous reports of General Synod and Provincial Synod and of their committees have 

been extracted as they do not pertain directly to the Church in the Yukon and are held in the 

Archives of the General Synod.  In cases where these reports had a direct influence upon the 

diocese, they have been left 'in situ'. 

 The three sub-series (I.4, I.5 and I.6) include the files maintained by Bishops Marsh, Frame 

and Ferris.  These records were deposited in the Yukon Archives in 1989 and 1994.  The records of 

Bishop Marsh were added to by Bishop Frame, while Bishop Ferris' files were maintained 

separately.  Sub-series I.5 ï Bishop Ferris records, Part 1 does not reflect the complex numerical 

system he maintained, whereas sub-series I.6 ï Bishop Ferris Records, Part 2 does reflect this 

system.  Although a general alphabetical system was used by each Bishop, the arrangement of sub-

series I.4 and I.5 has been modified slightly to match the existing sub-series in previous accessions. 

The sub-series I.7 includes files maintained by Bishop Ferris and Bishop Buckle. These 

files were deposited in 2012. Due to the mixed nature of the files, sub-section I.7 is organized 

according to Bishop Ferrisôs numerical filing system, which Bishop Buckle continued to use, and 

also borrows from the general alphabetical system employed in sub-section I.6, Bishop Ferris 

Records Part 1.

 Many of these files probably originated as "Personnel" files, which is the designation given 

to the equivalent set of files presently held in the Diocesan Synod Office.  However, there are so 

many files of clergy of other diocese and of lay people that it is believed that the óclergy and lay 

workersô title is more accurate.  Well over half of the files are from the episcopate of Bishop 

Stringer.  The files contain a good deal of both personal and parish-related correspondence, mostly 

between the bishop and the person named on the file; a number of personal records including 
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biographical information, various ecclesiastical licenses, and assorted miscellaneous items.  The 

files are maintained alphabetically by surname.

These files, like those of Bishops Marsh and Frame, cover a period of time that greatly exceeds the 

tenure of Ron Ferris as Bishop of Yukon.  Many of the Ferris files were originally created during 

the episcopates of Bishops Adams, Geddes, Greenwood, Marsh and Frame.  Some of the material 

dates back to the turn of the century when William Carpenter Bompas and Isaac O. Stringer were 

first and second bishops of Yukon, respectively. 

 

All of these files were maintained in the filing system of Bishop Ferris and were set aside for the 

archives by the Bishop.  Although Bishop Ferris currently maintains a complex numerical filing 

system, the items set aside for the archives and described in this sub-series did not reflect this nor 

any other organizational system.  Thus, the Ferris records have been arranged to conform to the 

alphabetical system used elsewhere in this finding aid.

The records of the various parishes of the diocese were found in scattered locations.  With the 

exception of Christ Church Cathedral in Whitehorse, no filing system was apparent for any of the 

parishes.  It was decided to impose the same structure for each parish in order to provide easier 

access to the records.  The records have been divided into the following categories: 

 

a. Statistics (including service registers; baptismal, confirmation, marriage, and burial 

registers; and parish lists) 

 

b. Minutes  (including annual meetings, vestry, Woman's Auxiliary and Sunday School; 

and various reports) 

 

c. Finances  (including some correspondence, statements and account books) 

 

d. Buildings and Property  (including plans) 

 

e. Correspondence 

 

f. Other items 

 

The records are divided according to present parish groupings (see Appendix IV and Appendix V).  

This was necessitated because of the use of some registers and account books by more than one 

community. Most of the parishes are arranged alphabetically, Watson Lake being the exception. A 

separate sub-section for the parish of Watson Lake was created as part of the 2012 accession and 

therefore has been assigned to the final spot, II.10, following Whitehorse and Porter Creek. 

 

Baptismal, confirmation, marriage, and burial registers are permanently restricted.  People 

requiring information from these registers will normally be assisted by the Diocesan Synod Office 

located at the rear of the Cathedral on the corner of Fourth Avenue and Elliot Street.  Access to 

those records is restricted to persons who can prove their relationship by blood or marriage to the 

persons whose records are being sought.  Others wishing to research the records will require the 

written permission of the Synod Office in Whitehorse. Preservation copies have been made for 

many of these records and they should be consulted first in order to save wear and tear on the 

originals.
